Muskham).  Also ongoing expenses regarding the current Minerals Extraction Plan 

 

PAGE.  In respect of the provisional sum of £500 included in the Parish Council 

accounts and relating to a proportion of funding left in the PAGE fighting fund in respect 

of the 2002 Minerals Plan, SMLC agreed to the lesser payment of £300 to clear this 

outstanding item.  £300 paid received to bank 4 October 2017.
